AES projects will be rated according to the following criteria.  The weighting of areas of relative importance will be in accord with the categories indicated below.  

 (Total 100 points)

· Scientific excellence and merit of proposed project. (15 points)

· Consistency of the proposal with the mission, priorities, and strategic initiatives of the UCR AES/CE and DANR. (15 points)

· Accountability for AES and CE support through overall excellence, merit, and productivity of investigator over the previous five years (new Assistant Professors or Specialists will receive accommodation). (15 points)

· Likelihood of project strengthening the AES-CE continuum or contributing to other mechanisms of technology transfer.(10 points)

· Likelihood of having a significant practical impact in agriculture or natural resources. (15 points)

· Likelihood of project’s contribution to training of graduate students (I&R faculty) or CE Advisors or other clientele (CE Specialists). (15 points)

· Ability of investigator/project to attract extramural support as a result of an investment of AES/CE funds. (15 points)
